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Severe Weather/Early School Closure Procedures

Winter has returned with a vengeance — snow, high winds, freezing rain, fog ..... So it is time for me to
update you on Clydebank High’s emergency closure procedures. | would ask you to read this section
carefully and perhaps keep it on a pinboard in the kitchen or somewhere handy where you will find it

easily!

Once the Head Teacher has decided that the school must close early as a result of severe weather or
heating failure, the following steps will be taken :

2 text messages will be sent home to parents :
& A. “Clydebank High is closing at (time) today”
& B. “Supervision of pupils will continue as necessary until 3.30 p.m.”

This will give you as parents a clear indication of the school’s closing time but
also the reassurance that your child can stay on in school and be supervised
until 3.30 p.m.

We will then put this message on to the school website for you to double check.

Classes will then be brought down to the assembly hall , corridor by corridor, to be
addressed by the Head Teacher.

Pupils will be told :
+ why the school is closing

+ that they must phone their parent/carer to confirm that they can make their
way home or to an agreed place

+ that they must make their way home without delay and take care on
treacherous pavements and roads

+ that they must wait in the dining hall if they are unable to leave
(immediately)

+ that there will be an update of the situation on the school website, the
WDC website and the Radio Clyde website

If the situation demands a quick evacuation, the above can be done via the school’s
tannoy system.

S6 pupils will help staff shepherd younger pupils off the school campus.

As far as possible, staff and senior pupils will ensure that siblings walk home together.
The Head Teacher will encourage pupils to go home with others from the same
neighbourhood, thus ensuring greater safety in numbers.

Once it is clear that only a few or no pupils are left in the building in need of supervision,
staff will be informed by their line manager that they may leave the building.

If the school does close as described above and there is an event scheduled for after school (such as a
parents’ evening), this event will be postponed or cancelled automatically. If an event has to be re-

scheduled, details will be available on the school website and via the Newsletter.

If the school remains open but the weather is deteriorating significantly or a severe weather warning has
been issued, a decision will be taken as far in advance of the event as possible whether or not to
postpone/cancel. The school will always do its best to give advance warning so that parents are not

inconvenienced e.g. by a postponed parents’ meeting.

In situations where pupils have paid for an after-school event, such as a disco or cinema evening, a
decision will be taken by the staff responsible either to cancel and refund the money or to postpone until

a more suitable date.

In the event of school closures staff will provide pupils, especially those in S4-S6, with meaningful work

to be done at home.
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YOUR Emergency Procedures

Now that | have explained how Clydebank High’s emergency procedures operate, it is time for you to
make sure that your own family’s procedures are robust. In this context, | would like to bring these 2
pieces of information to your attention :

1 If you have not already done so, | would strongly advise you to have your own plan for child care
in place in the event of an emergency closure. Discuss this with your son/daughter and make
sure that they know where to go/what to do.

This is in line with the practice in Aberdeenshire Council who have snow evacuations every year.
They ask parents to allocate a “snow address” to their children i.e. usually a family member or
fellow pupil who lives closer to the school. This means that pupils who are unable to travel home
as a result of the poor weather conditions or because there is no adult supervision at home can
still be evacuated quickly.

2 Again, if you have not already done so, please make sure that your child has your emergency
contact details on his/her phone.

Cansat Competition 2012

Organised by the European Space Agency (ESA), in collaboration with the
Norwegian Centre for Space Related Education (NAROM), CanSat is a
competition for teams of high school students across Europe to design, develop
and build a working satellite experiment, which can fit into a drinks can. The
satellite will be launched by a rocket to a height of 1km and as it returns to the
ground on its own parachute, it must transmit telemetry data from the satellites’
onboard sensors, which must then be captured, analysed and presented.

Clydebank High School has entered a team of ten pupils, selected from the
current S5 and S6 Higher and Advanced Higher Physics courses. Ten teams
will compete in the Scottish CanSat competition and four members from the
winning team will take part in the European finals in Norway, at the And@ya
Rocket Range, from 22" — 27" April 2012.

The Scottish Cansat ‘Launch’ will take place at Strathaven Airfield on the 18" of
March, where the satellites will be dropped from a height of 1000 feet, from a
micro light aircraft. The final team presentations and announcement of the
winner will be held on 28" March, at the Royal Observatory in Edinburgh.

The pupils will not only be judged on their ingenuity and technical skills, but also
teamwork and outreach to other pupils, parents and the local community. The
team will also be fund raising and contacting local industry to obtain
sponsorship support for equipment and travel to Norway. Our team’s progress
will be updated on a regular basis on the school website, newsletter and the
local newspapers.

This is a great opportunity for CHS pupils to work on a project, which could
encourage them to take up a science or engineering related career and help
them understand that there are opportunities not only in Scotland, but also in
Europe.

It is a secure site with a password being given to pupils and parents, An email address is not required
just access to the internet. An App can also be downloaded to smartphones.

The site is called Edmodo and you can find it on the front of our school website or Google it for more
information.

I would envisage using it in several ways. | could remind the whole class that there is a meeting coming
up or a form to return. | could contact an individual pupil with praise or concern at overdue homework.
All these messages are visible to you as a parent.
