Supercop Stephanie Park has proved a 

huge hit with pupils after taking up her 

role as a school campus based police 

officer in Clydebank. 

The Strathclyde Police constable was 

initially unsure about taking on the 

daunting position at Clydebank High 

when her bosses mooted the idea in 

2006. 

But now in her third year at the school, 

and getting high praise from all quarters, 

Stephanie is sure she made the right 

decision. 

And such has been the success of the 

school-based community police officer 

role, that Stephanie is now also taking 

on duties at St Peter the Apostle High in 

Drumry. 

Fund-raising for the school  

You will probably be aware through your own childôs 

experience that Clydebank High School encourages its 

young people to become involved in a wide range of 

activities, both in and out of school.

Participation in such trips is strongly encouraged because it 

helps to enhance young peopleôs learning experiences. 

At the same time, the school has made a commitment to 

pay for the transport costs of all such educationally-based 

trips. This makes the trips affordable to a wider range of 

pupils. 
 

This approach is very sound educationally, I think we 

would all agree. The only difficulty is that the school has 

not undertaken any serious fund-raising to raise money for 

its own funds in at least 10 years. We now need to address 

this issue because our funds are at a low ebb. 
 

The initial proposal is that all S1 and S2 pupils should take 

part in a sponsored walk in February 2010. To minimise 

disruption to classes, this sponsored walk would be around 

the school campus (i.e. including the site of the new 

building and the site of the old building) and would take 

place during a PE period. We have over 500 pupils in S1/

S2. If each pupil could raise £10, we would have £5000 in 

our kitty, ready to subsidise future trips and activities. 
 

This is simply early warning of this proposal. Sponsor 

forms and further details will be issued in January.
